Power Usage Effectiveness:

Power usage effectiveness (PUE) is a metric used to
determine the energy efficiency of a data center and is
determined by dividing the amount of power entering a data
center by the power used to run the computer infrastructure
within it. These ePDUs provide outlet level power
consumption for Level 3 PUE calculations.

PUE Levels

Level 1: Basic, uses UPS readings

Level 2: Intermediate, uses PDU readings
Level 3: Advanced, uses server/outlet readings

Monitoring

Individual outlet, sequencing of outlets with delays or cycling,
enables remote reboot of equipment.

Control

Monitor and control remotely over Ethernet or via Advanced LCD
screen on the unit. Communication protocols include HTTP/HTTPS,
DHCP, SNMP v1 and v3, SNTP, SMTP, Telnet, IPv4 and IPv6.

This information allows
you to operate the ePDU up to 50°C, in
turn reducing cooling costs.

Outlet number identifications are color coded to match the outlet section to
the appropriate circuit breaker.
